How to get an "A" in Spanish class
How your brain works…. efficient way of learning a foreign language

· The right brain acquires information 1800 times faster than the left (logic) brain. Use all senses: ears, mouth, hand, eyes…
· To acquire a word, you have to hear the word at least 84 times (75-100)

· Learning Pyramid  
· “I hear and I forget. I see and I remember. I do and I understand.”
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1 Study 15-20 minutes EVERY DAY (including weekends!)
2 Do your homework (at home, not right before the class starts)

· have a regular place

· set a regular time: schedule

· repetition: flashcards, songs

3 USE it, in and out of class, whenever you can! 

· Don’t be afraid to make mistakes. You will make mistakes, and that is part of learning a foreign language.
4 Get organized

· 3 ring binder

· binder dividers
· planner, schedule book

· writing utensils
5 Get help immediately (teacher, friends, parents, tutors…)

· If you start to fall behind, talk to me immediately. There is no point in waiting. It is not going to get better unless you do something about it. Come see me!
6 Have meaningful and fun goals (intrinsic motivation)
· study abroad or work in Spain/Central America/South America, travel 

· work in a Spanish company

· read magazines/books in Spanish
· watch TV shows/movies in Spanish or with Spanish subtitles
· get involved: Spanish Club, quiz bowl
